Debt Service Bond Fund-FNB: beginning balance: $88,802.94; receipts: $14,757.92; expenditures: $48,865.00; ending balance: $54,695.86. Debt Service Reserve Fund-FNB: beginning balance: $95,887.28; ending balance $95,887.28. Mike made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  George seconded the motion. Discussion was held by the Board. The motion was approved by unanimous roll-call vote (8-16-11-4). 
VI. Old Business

Office Report:   Susan reported that we billed out and have had a number of complaints with sewer charges.
WWTP Update: Tom reported that 35,000 gallons of sludge was removed. Discussion was held by the Board in respect to cost and efficiency of the tanks in sewer plant.  Flow-meter circuit board has been delivered and needs to be installed. Dan felt that tests should be completed from samples of sludge for content. 
Water System Update: Well-house has been painted. East wall needs the window removed and/or covered. Dan felt there should be more inspections. Chad requested a lawn mower. Tom will provide one. The well-house roof will need to be repaired or replaced. 
IIW Contract/IEPA Update:  Re-bid letters have been sent out and expected back at IIW on August 22, 2011. A special meeting will be held on August 23, 2011 at 7:00 pm. A protest letter has been received and has been addressed by the IEPA. Bill requested that Sheila get good numbers together in order to ensure repayment of debt. Engineering fees for water main will not be covered by loan if no award is given to that contract.

Office space: Discussion was held in regards to office space and moving to 311 Birch Lane, Susan’s house, by October 15th. Rent at $150.00 per month has been discussed.  Phone lines will have to be installed.
