I. Call to Order and Roll Call: Nadine Portner called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Trustees present: Nadine Portner, Joe Olliges, Ron Berger, George Kersten, and Dave Shaw. Also Present: Sheila Warner, Treasurer; Susan Steffens, Secretary; and members of the community.  Bill Weronko, absent.

II. Pledge of Allegiance
III. Approval of the Agenda: Nadine amended the agenda by deleting Executive Session.  George made a motion to approve the amended agenda. Dave seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous roll-call vote (2-16-10-1).

IV. Approval of the Minutes: Joe made a motion to approve the January 19, 2010 Regular Meeting minutes. Ron seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous roll-call vote (2-16-10-2).  Dave made a motion to approve the January 19, 2010 Executive Session Minutes. Joe seconded the motion. The motion was approved by roll-call vote (2-16-10-3). 

V. Treasurer’s Report: Sheila reported for the period ending January 31, 2010. Operating Account: beginning balance: $15,524.05; receipts: $72,111.14; expenditures: $27,927.65; ending balance: $59,707.54. Project Fund-FNB: beginning balance: $140,696.23; receipts: $35,372.72; expenditures: $80,694.78 ending balance: $95,374.17. Debt Service Bond Fund-FNB:  beginning balance: $162,142.52; receipts: $14,697.74; expenditures: $162,092.00 ending balance: $14,748.26. Debt Service Reserve Fund-FNB: beginning balance: $89,546.83; ending balance: $89,546.83. CD Fund-Amcore: beginning balance: $253,421.85; ending balance: $253,421.85. CD Fund-FNB beginning balance: $170,000.00; ending balance: $170,000.00.  Discussion was held by the Board. George made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report. Ron seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous roll-call vote (2-16-10-4).

VI. Old Business
Office Report: Susan reported that $83,355.20 has been collected on  $90,688.05 that was billed out. 121 Flambeau is now being handled by Century 21 and all past due owed in the amount of $835.44 has been collected. 

WTTP updates: Nadine reported a construction meeting will be held on February 18, 2010 at 8:30 am. 

Bridge/Main Repair update: Nadine reported that Jay Mulholland of Flagg Construction planned on attending but was not able to. He has been paid and there was $700 in materials used above the insurance claim payout.

Revenue Review Update: Dave presented to the Board rate increase options. He recommended to the Board Option 4.  The committee comprised of Dave, George, Susan, and Tom Wendling. Discussion was held by the Board. The Board will make a decision at next month’s meeting after the attorney reviews Ordinance changes.

Resolution No. 01-2010 Compensation of Trustees: Susan read into record Resolution No. 01-2010. Dave made a motion to accept Resolution No. 01-2010. Ron seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous roll-call vote (2-16-10-5). Jerry Pohlman will paid out at one time. The remaining Board members will be paid in thirds. 

Stimulus Funding- Fehr-Graham: Nadine reported that a meeting was held with Mick Gronewold of Fehr-Graham and that a payment schedule is being written up as per the Water Facility Plan. 

Pay Request: Dave made a motion to pay Mechanical $13,422 for pay request No. 5. George seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous roll-call vote (2-16-10-6).

  VIII.     Guest/Public Opinion:

Mike Robinson: Q. On the check register it says JULIE what is that? A. Our fees for locates. 

Q. Can you dewater in cold weather? A. Yes. 

Q. There is tube around the flushing hydrant at Babbling Brook, what is that? A. Insulation to keep it from freezing. 

Q. Is there going to be a $5.00 increase to sewer? A. It is a rate structure change with a flat fee reduction. Nothing has been decided.

Q. Bi-monthly billing will cost more in postage. A. Yes.

Tom Wendling Q. In regards to the EPA loan, what are the chances of getting that? A. We have applied again this year. USDA is a certainty. It may 2011 or 2012 before we get a loan from the EPA although it is still being worked on for sooner. 

Q. On the Mechanical bill, could it be lower than expected. A. It could be but a  generator still needs to be purchased.
